It has been said 
that music is the 
only barometer of 
the human soul.  If 
that is true, then 
Music City will help 
you discover your 
soul.  For more 
than 200 years, 
music has left an 
indelible imprint on 
this town…and in return, Nashville has left its own 
unique mark on music heard around the globe.  We 
begin with a driving tour of Music Row, the main 
artery to the heart of Nashville, home to recording 
studios and music publishing offices. Afterwards, 
it’s on through Nashville’s historic downtown 
as we drive by Fort Nashborough, a painstaking 
re-creation of the fort built in 1779 to protect 
and shelter early settlers, which now serves as a 
monument to those courageous city founders.  Our 
tour concludes at the Country Music Hall of Fame, 
the world’s largest research center dedicated to a 
single form of American music. The Hall of Fame 
provides guests with an in-depth look at the people, 
places and instruments that have contributed to 
the development of country music.  (Tour includes 
admission to the Country Music Hall of Fame and 
lunch at the Wildhorse Saloon.)

Founded as 
Nashborough on 
Christmas Eve 
1779, Nashville 
began as a small 
wooden fort on 
the banks of the 
Cumberland River.  
Today this gleaming metropolitan city is the home 
of Fortune 500 companies, as well as its signature 
music industry.  Begin with a driving tour through 
the downtown area, including Fort Nashborough, 
Riverfront Park, and the historic Victorian 
warehouse district.  At the Tennessee State Museum, 
alight and enjoy three floors of exhibits tracing the 
history of Tennessee.  Across the street find architect 
William Strickland’s greatest masterpiece, the 
Tennessee State Capitol, a stone and marble building 
fashioned after a Greek Ionic temple and now home 

to the Governor’s office and state legislature.  The 
Bicentennial Mall State park, a 19-acre outdoor 
history museum designed to complement the 
State Capitol, is located just north of the Capitol.  
Attendees will revisit Tennessee’s history via a 200-
foot granite map of the state, with granite columns 
marking each decade.  Complete your tour with a 
drive to Centennial Park and the Parthenon.  Created 
for the 100th anniversary celebration of Tennessee 
this monument is an exact replica of the Parthenon 
in Athens, Greece, and houses the western 
hemisphere’s largest indoor sculpture – 42’ statue of 
the Greek goddess Athena.  (Tour includes lunch at 
Blackstone Brewery.)
